ACPA Honors Joel with Technical Achievement Award


Skokie, Ill. (December 2009) —The American Concrete Pavement Association (ACPA) has awarded the Marlin J. Knutson Award for Technical Achievement to Rodney Joel, P.E., Safety and Standards Branch, Airport Engineering Division of the Federal Aviation Administration.
 
The award was presented for meritorious service to the transportation community, and notably, for significant improvements in concrete pavement construction for airport applications.  It specifically honored Joe’s work in redefining and raising the standard of best practices—and particularly for the design of stabilized and drainable bases and the use of mechanistic pavement thickness design.  These advances greatly improved concrete pavements throughout the nation.   

Among his many accomplishments, Joel was recognized for his work with the recently released (September 2009) FAA Pavement Design Manual (AC 150/5320-6E), which provides guidance on the design and evaluation of pavements at civil airports.    
The Marlin J. Knutson Award for Technical Achievement is presented to an individual or group who has made significant contributions to advance the development and implementation of innovative technical and best practice approaches in the design and construction of concrete pavements.
