ACPA Recognizes Team for Outstanding Promotion Efforts 
Skokie, Ill.—The American Concrete Pavement Association (ACPA) recognized the Indiana Ready Mixed Concrete Association (IRMCA) for leading the team efforts in promoting concrete overlays for the rehabilitation of Bremen Highway in St. Joseph County, Ind.

Prior to this year-long promotion effort, the county had no experience with using concrete overlays as a rehabilitation technique.

IRMCA rallied the support of the Indiana Chapter—ACPA and Michigan Concrete Paving Association to assist St. Joseph County Engineers as they evaluated opportunities to place a concrete pavement overlay for the first time. 

Promotion included planning and evaluation meetings, as well as a tour of bonded and unbonded concrete overlays in Michigan, all of which afforded the county with the opportunity to see details of a concrete overlay project first-hand.   As a result, the bonded concrete overlay project was let and completed in one weekend.

The result is a 4 in. bonded concrete overlay on almost a mile of two lanes. Project work entailed milling the existing asphalt, followed by a concrete pavement overlay placed by slipform paver and finished using a texture/cure operation. The entire project was completed in just over one weekend with opening to through traffic on Monday.

ACPA presented the award during a special luncheon in Oak Brook, Ill.   The award is one of several coveted Distinguished Service Awards program, which recognizes the contributions of some of the most forward-thinking, innovative, and determined professionals in the transportation community, as well as the highways, airports, and streets & local roads they build and rehabilitate.
